Place peeled, cubed sweet potatoes in large 
pot and cover with water, bring to a boil 
over high heat. Reduce heat; cook potatoes 
until tender. Drain water and place potatoes 
in large mixing bowl; add brown sugar, 
butter, cinnamon, eggs, milk and vanilla 
extract; mash until smooth. Let mixture cool 
about 30 minutes. Preheat oven at 350F.

Place half of the potato mixture into a buttered 2 quart baking dish; layer marshmallows; add remain-
ing potatoes on top of marshmallows.

For topping – in large bowl, combine pecans, brown sugar and flour; stir in butter until mixture is 
crumbly. Arrange apple cubes on top of potatoes; sprinkle with topping mixture.

Bake for 40 minutes or until top is brown. Serves 10 – 12. �Q
